1.Welcomes and apologies- Welcomes and apologies noted.

2.Minutes of last meeting – In his absence Cllr Liddiard had sent feedback on his action points from the last meeting.

3. Speaker – Cllr Val Morris-Cook – Val introduced herself and gave a breakdown of her role as Cllr. Val was able to pick up on a couple of issues from Cllr Liddiards feedback. 

Val reported that a policy is to be presented at Cabinet in the next couple of months regarding parking on grass verges. One resident raised concerns regarding pavement parking and parking at zebra crossings.

Action: Val to speak with Enforcement.

Another resident raised concerns regarding the free roadside parking at Tilbury Town Station particularly affecting Dock/Church Roads.

Action: Forum to raise this with local Cllr’s at the next meeting.

At last months meeting the issue of litter on the 1089 and A13 had been raised. Val was able to report that she had met with the Highways Agency regarding this and a rolling rota for clean ups was discussed. One resident who is also a truck driver would like to see more bins in the lay by’s. Concerns were also raised regarding the number of Take Away outlets in Tilbury and the litter they generate. Also litter around Mcdonalds. Val reported that they are looking at the possibility of CCTV for the latter. Concern was also raised regarding the state of the Promenade and what the Councils responsibility was here.

Action: Val will look into the promenade issue.

Other issues discussed were dog mess and drain and kerbside cleaning. The second having a 2 yearly rota in place. 
Linzi confirmed that many of the issues raised this evening were regularly on the Forum agenda and raised with the local Cllrs who generally attend the meetings

A resident raised issue of fortnightly refuse collections. Val confirmed that collections are to stay weekly. 

Another resident raised concerns regarding Council Tax. As this is not Val’s area she will take details and forward to the relevant Cllr asking for something to be put in writing.

Trevor reported that at the last Cleaning and Greening meeting issues were discussed around wheelie bins blocking the pavements after refuse collections. Michelle reported that this was also an issue at some of the Complex’s.

Action; Val will follow this up and ask a Supervisor to go out on one of the rounds.

One resident asked about the possibilities around shop leasing or using the CRC.

Linzi reported that One Community (OCDT) are currently still overseeing the CRC and are keen for residents to use it. The Forum have OCDT’s details.

4. Local Office update – Michelle reported that the lock ups on the Market place are to be pulled down to make the area safe. One resident raised concerns regarding the lack of stalls that are now in the Market on a Friday.

Action: Michelle to follow this up.

Michelle also reported that the advertising of Council properties has switched from the Gazette to the Enquirer and there is concern that as the Enquirer is not delivered residents are not always aware of what’s available.

Michelle has sent through to the Forum a list of the Local Estates Inspections for this year and they would like to see more residents attending. They will also try and advertise these more but if you would like a copy see Trevor or Debbie. 

Two issues were raised concerning missing play equipment and unsafe areas in Koala Park.

Action: Michelle to follow up.

5.Police Update – Unfortunately the Police were unable to attend the meeting and had sent apologies.

6.Chairs report – Trevor shared that he had been well supported by the Officers and Committee members over the last year and was continuing to attend a number of meetings. Due to the Council cuts Trevor raised the issue of the Tilbury Christmas Lights organised by the Tilbury Riverside Project (TRP), which the Forum normally supports. Both organisations will be looking at ways to raise money so they can take place this year. 

Linzi asked if any events had been organised for the Royal Wedding? Apart from Linzi’s kids club and some of the Complex’s no one was aware of any others.

Linzi also asked about events for Tilbury Centenary in 2012, what about another Tilbury Festival? Les reported that he wasn’t sure on the situation with the Ferry Fields where it had been held in the past. Trevor reported that the TRP with the Forum were looking at options for a Centenary Celebration and if anyone wanted to attend the TRP meeting it would be held at Crown Court next Tuesday at 6pm.

7. Treasurers Report – Terry was present with copies of the Forums financial report for 2010/11. Terry went through the Forums yearly expenditure. The Forum was able to allocate all its Council grant to local groups. Obviously there will be no allocation to Forums from the Council for 2011/12 of funding for local groups but the Forum will receive its administration costs and the Forum does have some money available in the bank. Please see Debbie or Terry if you would like additional copies of the accounts.

8. Stand down and nomination of Officers and Members – Len Orpin, Chair of Stifford Community Forum and Chairman of ngage had kindly agreed to facilitate the nominations. Len outlined his role at ngage and it’s aim. Len also reported on the Thurrock Association of Forums group, which meets regularly.

Len reported that he hopes that even though the Forums will no longer be allocated their own money by the Council, money will be available through grants being dealt with by Carol Spencer, which he would hope with the local Cllr’s onboard, will still give the Forums some power to support their communities. 

Nominations for Chair, Trevor Martin, Vice Chair, Ron Eacott, Secretary, Debbie Quick and Treasurer, Terry Brown were unchallenged and a show of hands was requested for each of the nominations. The show of hands was unanimous for each with none against.

Len then asked if the existing committee members were willing to stand again. 

In there absence Debbie reported that Steve Quick and Jack Doodes had expressed that they would be willing. Present at the meeting Colin Elliott, Rita Copeman, Linzi Leslie and Robert Baker were also willing and voted unanimously as a block vote with none against.

Len then asked if there were any new parties willing to be members. Laurence Oke asked to be considered. A unanimous vote was taken for, with none against.
