1.Welcomes and apologies- Welcomes and apologies noted.

2.Minutes of last meeting – Read and agreed.

3.Matters arising – June asked if there had been any updates on the following:

a) The Leisure Centre – the Forum have received no further information. 

Action: Cllr Worrall to follow up with Fiona from Enforcement.

b) Parking in Civic Square – Cllr Liddiard reported that this was looked at on the recent walk about but wasn’t considered a priority.

Action: Michelle to follow up.

c) Funding for Linzi’s After School Club – the funding request was agreed by the Council and some of the money paid.

Jack reported that Amanda Thompson from Morrison had attended the last meeting and Jack had tried to contact her regarding an issue for a third party but had been unable to make contact with her. Michelle reported that due to sickness Amanda was unable to attend the Forum tonight but Michelle was aware of the issue in question and it has now been resolved. Michelle was keen that residents report any issues involving Morrison as she meets with them weekly.

Another resident raised an issue experienced with the Local Office front desk. Again Michelle asked that she be informed of any issues.

4.Police Update – Unfortunately there was no Police representation this evening.

5.Speaker – Fiona from Thurrock Council Enforcement introduced herself and her role. Fiona asked for any questions from the floor.

Jack raised an issue regarding fly tipping in the alley behind Canberra Square/Calcutta Road. Fiona reported this had been cleared earlier today.

Jack asked if the process of reporting such issues to the Council could be made easier. Fiona reported that she would take the comment forward.

Cllr Worrall raised the ongoing fly tipping problem concerning the alley between Melba/Leighton. Cllr Worrall is aware this is registered to a private household.

John also raised fly tipping issues in the alley Stephenson/Christchurch.

Action: Fiona to follow this up.

Another resident raised concerns around dog mess, particularly around Lansdowne/Kelvin Roads. 

Action: Fiona will speak with Street Cleaning and ask for increased patrols. She will also check that relevant posters are displayed on the lamp posts.

6.Chairs / Environmental report – Trevor reported that he had success with reporting of pot holes being repaired

Jack reported that the pot hole Sidney/Montreal Road was still an issue. Cllr Liddiard reported that Adelaide Road was in a bad state.

Action: Trevor is due to attend a Cleaning and Greening meeting with Andrew Murphy this month and will raise the above issues.

Trevor reports that the Forum has also received a letter from Andrew Millard, Head of Planning, asking residents to identify derelict/unsafe buildings in Tilbury. A list is required by the 4th February.

Those identified were:

Calcutta Club

Business Enterprise Buildings (on the Market land)

Station Café

Universal Tyres 

The old Solicitors Office.

Jack asked if anyone was aware of work being carried out on the Old Post Office next to the Telephone Exchange? Cllr Liddiard reported that he had seen a planning application for flats on that site. 

Cllr Worrall also raised concern regarding the condition of the shops in St Chads Road as they are an eysore and whether the flats above were occupied?

It was thought the flats were occupied.

Action: Cllr Worrall will look into the ownership of the Calcutta Club.

Rita asked if there had been any update regarding the Montreal Chip Shop raised at the last meeting. There has not.

Action: Fiona will follow this up with Environmental Health.

Bob also raised the issue of a blocked drain opposite the Labour Party Shop.

7.Funding Applications – Trevor reported that we have had no applications submitted and that the Forum has £1,097.00 from the Council allocation to be spent. There has been damage recently to two of the Forum Notice Board’s, which we would like to have repaired and have been quoted £138 for one. Both Jack and Cllr Worrall suggested that we allocate the remainder of the money towards ie the 2011 Christmas lights so that it is not reclaimed by the Council.

Another couple of local project needs were raised, one being the need for bike racks, for Lansdowne School.

Action: Cllr Liddiard is ware of access to bike racks and will look into this.

8. Local Office update – Michelle reported that due to Christmas she is still following up on a number of issues raised at the last meeting. Trevor raised an issue around grass cutting.

Action: Cllr Liddiard reported he will bring that to his meeting with Andrew Murphy and feedback any relevant information.

9.AOB – Alf raised that they are looking for volunteers to sit on a committee looking at Decent Housing Standards in Sheltered/Council accommodation.

Cllr Worrall suggested getting in touch with ngage/the Beehive to help publicise for volunteers.

Bob raised concerns regarding Wheelie bins being left in the middle of the pavement once emptied. The Forum had received a letter regarding collections during the snow. Please see attached.

June raised the ongoing issue of access at Tilbury Town Station and read out the attached letter with diagrams. Jack reported that he had already seen the letter and read out his attached response and diagram.

Cllr Liddiard suggested that everyone contact the Department of Transport regarding this using the information available from the Forum meeting.
